The Spink County Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 AM on Tuesday, October 1, 2019, at the Spink County Courthouse.  Present were Commissioners Dave Albrecht, Brian Johnson, Brett Knox, Dustin Rische, and Suzanne Smith.  Chairman Dave Albrecht opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
ADOPT AGENDA

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Johnson, to adopt the agenda with the addition of Law Enforcement Center pay application #11. All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

MINUTES APPROVED

Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Rische, to approve the minutes of the September 24, 2019 Commission meeting.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
DIRECTOR OF EQUALIZATION

Motion was made by Rische, seconded by Knox, to exchange the GIS parcel layer with Farm & Home Publishers for wall maps and directories.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

CENTRALLY ASSESSED DISCRETIONARY FORMULA 

The application from NorthWestern Energy Corporation for the use of the County’s discretionary formula on two parcels of centrally assessed property was presented. Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Knox, to approve the application submitted by NorthWestern Energy Corporation for Discretionary Formula on the following Centrally Assessed property: Redfield City substation and circuit feeders(value of discretionary @ 415,797 in Redfield City, Redfield School District); substation, conductor, poles(Dakota Access) (value of discretionary @ 736,615 in Crandon Township, Hitchcock-Tulare School District).  All members present voting aye.  Motion carried.

Theresa Hodges, Auditor, presented: Contingency pay application #11 for September 2019 in the amount of $198,361 for the Law Enforcement Center.  Motion was made by Rische, seconded by Smith, to approve the pay application from Kyburz Carlson in the amount of $198,361.  All members voted aye.

Jeff Haessig, Highway Superintendent, and Eric Hamiel, TranSource Truck & Equipment, were present.  TranSource Truck & Equipment was the only bidder.  Motion was made by Smith, seconded by Knox, to accept TranSource Truck & Equipment’s base bid of $119,500 plus all additional options for a 2021 Twin Screw Tandem Diesel Truck, Cab and Chassis.
