Theresa Hodges, Auditor, gave an update on the CARES Act funding.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT

Jeff Haessig, Highway Superintendent, gave an update of activities and filed a contract from North Central Steel Systems, Inc.  Haessig also discussed wear and tear on county roads near feedlot operations and working towards potential solutions.
HIGHWAY SHOP CONTRACT
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Rische, to approve the contract with North Central Steel Systems, Inc, for the reface of side walls and end walls and replacement of trim and gutters and replacement of C-channel as needed, for a total contract price of $95,817, and to authorize a 20% down payment of the project, payment of $52, 699.35 for materials upon delivery, and the balance of the contract price to be paid upon completion.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Hodges will work on confirming a date that works for all parties.
CONTINGENCY TRANSFERS/AUTOMATIC BUDGET SUPPLEMENTS
Motion was made by Johnson, seconded by Rische, to make an automatic budget supplement of $3,545.02 to 201-311-425.20 for insurance proceeds received; and a budget contingency transfer of $92,300.00 to 201-311-425.20, Road & Bridge Building Repair & Maintenance for the refacing of the highway shop.  All members voted aye. Motion carried.
