VARIANCE – CORY MALLON

A request was received from Cory Mallon, property legally described as ORIGINAL B 6 L 1 THRU 8 TULARE CITY to allow a pole barn to be placed 5’ from the required side setback, which is closer than allowed by Spink County Zoning Ordinance. Cory Mallon was present to answer questions. There were no objections from neighbors. Motion was made by Kevin Siebrecht and seconded by Dave Albrecht to approve the request under the condition that the shed will be located no closer than 5’ from the property line. All members voted aye. Motion carried.

VARIANCE – NATHAN WIPF

A request was received from Nathan Wipf, property legally described as SE ¼ 33-115-61 to allow a storage container to be placed 20’ from the property  line, which is closer than allowed by Spink County Zoning Ordinance. Nathan Wipf was present to answer questions. There were no objections from neighbors. Motion was made by Brett Knox and seconded by Suzanne Smith to approve the request under the condition that the shed will be located no closer than 20’ from the roadside setback. All members voted aye. Motion carried.
